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Camber Safeguarding Adults Policy
The Safeguarding Adults policy recognises that procedures are needed to protect adults, including those at risk, so that they are safe from harm and have an enjoyable tennis experience. It confirms that abuse of any adult at risk will not be tolerated, and that it is everyone’s responsibility to ensure their safety and well-being. 

As defined in legislation, an adult at risk is any person “over 18 years of age who are or may be in need of community care services by reason of mental health, disability, age or illness, and who are or may be unable to take care of themselves, or protect themselves against significant harm or exploitation.’
This policy is aligned with the British Tennis Safeguarding Policy which can be found on the LTA website.

1. Camber acknowledges its responsibility to safeguard the welfare of all children and adults involved in the club’s activities. Camber recognises that some adults can be at greater risk of abuse than others, and we take our duty of care responsibility seriously.

2. Camber LTC confirms that it adheres to the Lawn Tennis Association’s Safeguarding Policy and the procedures, practices and guidelines and endorse and adopt the Policy Statement contained in that document.

3. The key principles of the club’s Safeguarding Adults Policy are that:
▪
The safety and welfare of all adults is paramount.
▪
All participants, regardless of age, gender, ability or disability, race, faith, culture, size, shape, language or sexual identity have the right to protection from abuse or harm.
▪
All allegations or suspicions of abuse, neglect, harm and poor practice will be taken seriously and responded to swiftly, fairly and appropriately.
▪
Everyone accessing Camber has the right to be treated without discrimination, bullying, harassment or victimisation. Any allegations of such behaviour will be taken very seriously.

4. Camber will implement and comply with the LTA Disciplinary Code. 

5. Camber will ensure its spectators, parents, members and officials are all aware of the club Digital Media Policy as regards to safeguarding adults at risk.

6. Where concerns exist regarding possible/alleged abuse between 2 or more adults at risk, this will be treated as a safeguarding concern and the procedure outlined below, followed.
Process for reporting adult safeguarding concerns

If anyone has concerns that an adult is at immediate risk from abuse or neglect then they should call the police (999) or the local authority’s social care team:
